D) Eligibility and Requirements: Deadline: Post marked by March 31st, 2010

Applicant eligibility
The applicant must be a descendent of QGNT with legal resident outside of Vietnam. All eligible
applicants from a single family may apply but only one scholarship will be awarded per family.

Academic requirements

High school student: The applicant must provide proof of achieving 3.5 grade point average
(weighted by honors/AP bonus points) from 10" - 12" grade, at least one SAT score of 600, and a
written essay. In addition, high school senior must plan to attend a 2-year or 4-year accredited
college in the fall of 2009 (proof may be required).

College student: The applicant must provide proof of achieving at least 3.3 grade point average
(GPA) and enroll full-time (minimum 12 units per quarter/semester) in an in an accredited two-
or four-year college listed on the official website of the U.S. Department of Education
(ope.ed.gov/accreditation/Search.aspx).
